Re:   Internet Assisted Hunter Education Course.

The following is in regard to an internet-assisted course.

This is a two-part class.  The first part needs to be completed on-line.  After completion, you have 90 days to take the one day “hands on” portion of the class.  This is the type of class we will be offering at the Flint Hills Mall, March 3, 2012.  The field day and final exam takes about seven hours to complete.     

1. Search KDWPT and go to KDWPT homepage.

2. Click on Services.  This takes you to education programs. 

Click on hunter.  This takes you to hunter education.  Click on it. Read and scroll to internet-assisted course.  Click on it. 

3. Read, and proceed.  There are several internet courses offered.  Some are fee based.  The class offered by KDWPT is free. The site is found in the text. Click on the Kansas Hunter Education image. You will need to bring your completed chapter modules and pre-test or the certificate of completion to Roger Wells when you come to the class. 

Students can call or e-mail me to register or if they have any further questions.   You will need to bring drink and a sack lunch. Please dress according to the weather including proper footwear.  Concessions will be sold at the Mall. The field test is conducted under near actual hunting conditions.  We will be going outside for the field test, bar hail, lighting, tornadoes, flooding, high winds, sleet and earthquakes! Shorts and tennis shoes aren’t recommended.

In order to receive four hours credit (of the 10 hour minimum required by law) all students will be tested over the Internet course material. This test will be administered at the beginning of the Field Day. A passing score of 22 correct answers out of 25 questions is required to proceed with the rest of the course. Students failing to achieve the minimum score of 22 will be dismissed from the class.
